Attachment Straps

When rigging an anchor with a sling or pair of
slings, the angle between the two legs or slings
has a direct bearing on the strain induced in
each sling and anchor point.

The maximum angle between each side of a
sling anchor system, whether formed with slings
or rope should not exceed 120°. At 120° each
side of the system carries 100% of the load.
